The room hire charge for ceremony (payable to the Hotel) is dependant on the room booked, the
day of the week and whether you are having the reception at the Hotel.  

Once you have made your provisional booking with the hotel you will need to contact the Dundee
Registrar on 01382 453222 to confirm your ceremony.

All the arrangements for the civil ceremony are confirmed by the Registrars Office.

All civil weddings & partnership ceremonies should be carried out between the hours of 8am and 6pm.

Couples having a ceremony at a venue must give notice of their intention to marry or enter into a civil
partnership in the district where they intend to marry.  The notice is a legal document and is valid for 3
months.  15 clear days must pass after giving notice before the marriage authority or civil partnership

schedule can be issued and you are able to marry or enter into your civil partnership.

No food or drink may be consumed in the designated room for 2 hours prior to or during the ceremony.

No photographs may be taken during the ceremony.

Use of video during the ceremony is permitted provided that prior arrangements have been made
with the Registrar.

Any readings, music, words, etc. must be agreed by the Registrar prior to the Ceremony.
